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The Specifics of The Fantastic Imagery in New England Gothic

Abstract: The article analyzes the specific character of New England Gothic. This regional
version of the Gothic narrative is characterized by a realistic mode of depiction. Representatives of
New England do not think of themselves outside the context of the region. It, on the one hand, is
connected with the general regionalism of American literature, and on the other hand refers to the
peculiarities of the puritanical mindset. Calvinists fit a spiritual life into the socio-cultural context and
seek the transcendent in the phenomena of everyday life. The New England background is a necessary
element of H.P. Lovecraft’s cosmic horror, S. King's short story “Children of the Corn” and
N. Hawthorne’s novel “The House of the Seven Gables”. Calvinistic thinking is distinguished by
reflexivity and the focus on analyzing the inner world of a person. The supernatural is regarded as a
result of subjective perception. In the Gothic imagery, the psychological component is emphasized.
It accentuates the study of the process of cognition, rather than its objectification through fantastic
phenomena. In the article, this feature of New England Gothic is demonstrated by the example of the
aforementioned novel by N. Hawthorne, the short stories “The Yellow Wallpaper” by C. P. Gilman
and “The Call of Cthulhu” by H.P. Lovecraft.
